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CHAIRMAN's REPORT 

 

I feel privileged to present the Administration Report for the year ended 31st March 2015. 
 

2. During the year, the Mumbai Port handled traffic of 61.66 MT as against 59.18 MT handled during 

the year 2013-14. All the major ports together handled a total traffic of 581.13 MT during the year 2014-15.  

Mumbai Port's share in the total traffic of 581.13 MT handled by the major ports is about 10.65%. Hence, 

Mumbai Port retained its 4th position by concerted efforts. 
 

3.        Efficiency parameters for the year 2014-15 compared to 2013-14. 

(a) No. of ships that entered the port was 4584 as against 4611 in 2013-14. 

(b) Average pre berthing detention (in days) was 0.30 as compared to 0.51 in 2013-14.  

 (c)  Average turn round time of vessels (in days) was 2.99 as against 2.88 in 2013-14. 

 (d)  Percentage berth occupancy in days was 56.60 as against 53.02 in 2013-14. 
 

4.        Port's financial performance during the year 2014-15. 

♦ Operating Income was Rs.1399.78 crore as against Rs.1304.88 crore in 2013-14 

♦ Operating surplus was Rs.331.68 crore as against Rs.339.06 crore in 2013-14. 

♦ Profit before tax (PBT) was Rs.(-)230.00 crore as against Rs.(-)360.69 crore in 2013-14. 
 

5. Mumbai Port is conventional port and one of the major ports which handle break bulk cargo. In order 

to meet tough competition from adjoining major ports as well as non-Major Ports, this port is in the process of 

developing infrastructure projects. The objective of this policy is to expand the capacity of port to improve 

more traffic. 

 

     The following major projects are undertaken for development of port, 
 

(a)     Construction of Offshore Container Terminal. 
Construction of Offshore Container Terminal is one of the major initiatives executed on BOT basis in 

order to develop dedicated container port. The project comprises construction of two container berths in sea 

for handling container vessels up to 14.5m draft (6000 TEUs). The work of construction of two berths as well 

as approach trestle is substantially completed. Trial operation of berth was successfully carried out on 

26.11.14. 

 

(b)    Second Liquid Chemical Berth at New Pir Pau 
  Second Liquid Chemical berth at New Pir Pau is another important project designed for vessels up to 

37000 DWT at revised cost of Rs.127 crores. The capital dredging work is substantially completed.  Non- 

hazardous cargo vessels are being handled since 29.06.2015.  

 

(c)     Improvement in Port connectivity (Rail/Road). 
 Mumbai Port has focused on improvement of rail and road infrastructure. Wadala- Kurla dedicated 

goods line is one of such projects. The cost of this project is Rs.176.81 crore. Shifting of project affected 

people (PAP) has commenced. The dedicated goods line is expected to be completed by December 2016. 

 

(d)    Construction of 5
th

 Oil berth. 

The Board has approved an estimate of Rs.811 crore for this project subject to the Government 

Sanction. Oil PSUs HPCL and BPCL have agreed to share 50% of total estimated cost in this project.  
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 (e)    Other Initiatives. 
While developing infrastructure and facilities for cargo handling, the Port has consciously and carefully 

selected the projects that would shift the burden from city's roads and railways to inland waters.   

� This port is undertaking project to modernize its existing International Cruise Terminal at Ballard Pier 

Extension and Passenger terminal at Ferry Wharf (Bhaucha Dhakka) & Gateway of India to improve 

passenger amenities. 
 

� The Port is designing water based capacity addition projects such as i) Deepening of anchorage to handle 

bigger vessels for transportation of mid-stream cargo to other ports in vicinity & ii) Floating Storage & 

Re-gasification unit(FSRU) to meet LPG needs of the city. 
 

� To cater to the fueling needs of approx. 6000 foreign going and costal vessels visiting Mumbai harbour 

every year, the port has decided to develop a Bunkering Terminal with participation of oil PSUs.  
 

� In collaboration with MTDC, this Port has decided to convert Kanhoji Angre Lighthouse, 13 nautical 

miles from Gateway of India into tourist attraction and start Seaplane operation from Girgaon Chowpatty. 
 

� Development of Marina on a stretch of 31000 sq.mtrs land and 84000 sq.mtr water area at a cost of Rs. 

100 crore approximately. 
 

� Floatel and floating restaurant with land/ terminal facilities at Ferry Wharf No.2 and four floating 

restaurants as a part of entertainment zone and many more such projects. 

 

6.    The International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code) is a mandatory regulation 

promulgated by International Maritime Organisation to which GoI is signatory. MbPT has taken necessary 

steps to implement ISPS code which would enhance security level for shipping and port industry to 

detect/access security threats and take preventive measures against any untoward incident. 

 

7. It is a matter of pride that this Port has a state of the art Vessel Traffic System (VTS) for control of 

port operations surveillance and harbour navigation (tracing and guidance of ships).  The new technically 

advanced and fully computerized system replacing the old system employs three dual radars, five microwave 

links, two control stations (MbPT - BPX and JNPT control) one Radio Direction Finder, Differential Global 

Positioning System, VHF and UHF communication system, CCTV system and Automatic Identification 

System.  This New VTS will benefit MbPT, JNPT and Indian Navy. 

 

8.         Pursuant to Govt. Guidelines in respect of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR), this Port created 

CSR Fund allocating Rs.5.01 crore towards the fund in Financial Year 2011-12.  A committee consisting 

MbPT officials and Labour Trustees has been constituted.  In addition, two representatives of specialized 

agencies such as NGOs/voluntary organization, trusts, etc., are co-opted to this CSR committee for a period of 

two years.  Through the fund, MbPT has contributed Rs.29.80 lakhs during this year. The CSR Fund balance 

stands at Rs.9.22 crore as on 31.3.2015. 

 

9. I sincerely wish to thank the Ministry of Shipping, Custom Authorities, State Govt., Trustees of 

MbPT, MANSA, BCHAA, IPGA and other service providers for their esteemed guidance and continuous 

support.  I also wish to acknowledge the support and co-operation received from port users, our officers, staff 

and cargo handling workers and I congratulate all for attaining impressive record setting performance. 

 

10.       While appreciating the efforts put forth by all stake holders, I look forward to the same co-operation

1. TRADE OF THE PORT: 

1.1 Shipping:  4584 vessels aggregating to 63.31 million ton GRT called at the Port during the year as against 

4611 vessels in the previous year with 61.44 million ton GRT. Out of this cargo ships contribute 1959 nos. as 

against 1819 nos. of previous year.  

 

1.2 Traffic: Traffic handled during 2014-2015 including POL was 61.66 MT as against 59.18 MT in the previous 

year. Details of traffic, import and exports, are furnished below.

1.3   Container Traffic:   46224 TEUs with 0.56 MT of cargo were handled during 2014-2015, as against        

40744 TEUs with   0.45 MT of cargo of the previous year. 

 

1.4   Railway Traffic:  During the year 81268 wagons were received and dispatched contributing traffic of 3.07 

million tonnes of cargo through Indian Railways, as against 77919 wagons with 2.96 million tonnes in the previous 

year. 

 

1.5   Dry Docks:  44 vessels with 108331 GRT were dry docked in 2014-2015. This included 4 vessel of MbPT.               

In  2013-14,  62 vessels with 68506.75 GRT were dry docked.  

 

1.6   Marine Survey and Maintenance Dredging: MSRC section assisted in searching locations and relaying of 

buoys in the harbour. This section was also engaged in taking soundings alongside harbour wall berths, channels, 

bunders, docks and at various locations in the harbour. 2.00 million cubic meter of silt dredged during the year. 

 

2. PORT FINANCE : 
 

2.1.   The operating income during the year was Rs.1399.78 crore as compared to Rs.1304.88 crore in 2013-14. The 

operating expenditure was Rs.1068.10 crore as against Rs. 965.82 crore in 2013-14. The operating surplus stands to 

Rs. 331.68 crore as compared to Rs.339.06 crore in 2013-14. Finance and Misc. income for 2014-15 amounted to 

Rs.226.63 crore as against Rs.343.23 crore in 2013-14. Consequent to the merger of Ex-BDLB with MbPT, an 

amount of Rs.117.35 crore paid towards pension payment to Ex-BDLB employees up to December 2014 is charged 

to MbPT Revenue Account, Finance and misc. expenditure for 2014-15 amounted to Rs.252.64 crore as against 

Rs.88.47 crore in 2013-14. Rs.532.50 crore have been transferred to MbPT Employees' Pension Fund Trust as 

against Rs.625 crore transferred in F.Y.2013-14. No contribution has been made to Group Gratuity Fund Trust and 

Leave Encashment Fund during this year. Profit before tax amounted to Rs.(-)230.00 crore as against profit of       

Rs  (-)116.78 crore in  2013-14.  

 

2.2   Capital Investment: The capital expenditure incurred during the year 2014-15 was Rs.82.54 crore       

(Rs.76.58 crore plan & Rs.5.96 crore non-plan works). The expenditure was fully met from the internal resources. 

 

2.3    Internal Resource: The accumulated loss of Ex-BDLB upto the year 2013-14, Rs. 1,758.90 crore is charged 

to the Reserve of MbPT namely fund for RRM and the loss for the year 2014-15 is charged to the Fund for DRLC. 

Therefore, net accumulated internal resources at the year end aggregated to Rs.2197.33 crore. The amount is 

invested in accordance with the provisions of Section 88 (2) of the MPT Act, 1963. 

 

2.4   Tariff Review:  The revised Scale of Rates charged by MbPT duly approved by TAMP has been notified in the 

Gazette of India Extraordinary on 19.01.2015 which came into effect from 18.02.2015 and will remain in force till 

31.03.2017. TAMP has accorded approval for an increase of 23% in all the charges except Vessel related charges 

and Licence Fee & Warehousing charges

4.     HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES : 
 

4.1   Training: For effective implementation of Human Resource Development Policy defined in Strategic Plan of 

MbPT, thrust was given on Skill Development, Multi-skills, Improving Work Culture, Quality System Awareness 

and imparting intensive training.  In all 20 training courses (including two special courses) were conducted in 121 

batches during the year 2014-15 at Port Management Training Center covering 2245 port employees. The courses 

were conducted through specialized faculty of various subjects and covered various aspects of cargo operation, 

administrative functions, safety & security, fire fighting, first aid and general awareness. In addition general 

management principles were also covered like quality system (ISO), personal health and imparting training in 

computer. Keeping in view Govt. directives, the woman employees also undergone the participative programme on 

sexual harassment with the NGO, specialized in this field. Also, 34 CISF personnel were imparted with ISPS 

Training. 

 

4.2    Reservation for SC/ST: Orders issued by the Central Government from time to time for reservation of posts 

in favour of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes & Other Backward Classes are followed in respect of MbPT 

employees. The General Administration Department inter-alia attends to matters on the reservation orders. A chief 

Liaison Officer is appointed to oversee implementation of the reservation orders in the orgnisation as a whole. The 

Liaison Officers are appointed in each department with responsibility to ensure compliance of reservation orders in 

their department 

 

4.3   Implementation of Official Language: Many programmes were arranged to spread awareness towards the 

official language Hindi amongst employees and to encourage them to work more and more in Hindi. In September 

2014 Hindi Week was celebrated with enthusiasm and Hindi Rangoli Competition (Departmental), Hindi Essay 

Writing Competition, Hindi Flawless writing Competition, Hindi Words Memorising Competition (Individual) etc. 

were held. On 20.09.2014 a Special programme called `Hasya Vyangya Kavi Sammelan' was arranged. 40 children 

of Officers/Employees were awarded 200/- each Cash award for obtaining 75% or more marks in Hindi in SSC 

exam held in the year 2014. Likewise total 8 children were awarded with 300/- each Cash award for obtaining 70% 

or more marks in Hindi in HSC exam. 
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4.4   Industrial Relations:  The labour situation in the port is normal. There were no strike and stoppage of work 

during the year. However, 10,030 manhours were lost due to practice adopted by Shore workers etc. of reporting for 

booking at the commencement of the shift instead of previous practice of reporting earlier by about half an hour on 

account of shore labour remaining idle for reasons other than strikes during the year as against  21424  mandays lost 

in   2013-14. 

 

4.5   Welfare Measures : An employees' Welfare Fund has been established to meet the expenditure on 

miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees. The fund is utilised to meet the expenditure such as running 

welfare centers, libraries, sports events, subsidized canteens   and   consumer   stores, grant-in aid for sports and 

recreation activities, scholarships and prizes  to children of employees. Rs.20.16 crore was spent from the welfare 

fund during 2014-15. A full-fledged welfare department functions to provide various welfare measures to 

employees. 

 

(a)  Medical facilities : The Port is running a Hospital having 185 beds and 4 Dispensaries  having modern 

diagnostic and therapeutic facilities. The Port Trust is providing medical facilities to the employees, their family 

members, retired employees and CISF personals. Hospital activity is divided into mainly (a) Therapeutic Services 

and (b) Diagnostic services.  Out patient department (OPD) attended to 2,01,908 patients whereas last year 1,94,930 

patients were attended. During the year 14,995 patients were attended in casualty section. The casualty services are 

provided for 24 hours and four beds are provided in casualty section. Ambulances are also available Round the clock 

in the hospital.  

  As a part of up-gradation of Hospital for post-graduation training, various diploma courses of college of 

Physicians & Surgeons of Bombay, were introduced w.e.f. 01.02.1996. National Board of Examination, New Delhi 

has accorded sanction to accreditation to P.T. Hospital for conducting course in the specialties of General Medicine, 

Obstetrics & Gynecology and General Surgery, Paediatrics and Orthopaedic. The expenditure incurred on medical 

facility during the year was Rs.59.01 crore. 

 

(b)  Housing : There are 7566 number of quarters including Ex-BDLB quarters in which 4149 employees are 

residing. 740 quarters are allotted to other than MbPT employees such as TAMP, CISF etc. 97 quarters earmarked 

for disposal/major repairs. During the year 260 units have been demolished. To construct own house or to purchase 

flats, house building advances have been granted to 16 employees during the year. 

 

(c)  Welfare Center:  Various welfare activities were conducted for employees and their families at 6 welfare 

centers located at different residential colonies. From the health point of view Yoga classes, Alcoholic anonymous 

classes and Acupressure classes were conducted. Well-equipped gymnasiums have also been built in colonies at 

various places. Cancer awareness programme was organized with assistance of Tata memorial Hospital. 

 

(d)  Canteens :  Various articles of food and drinks including snacks, non-vegetarian preparation, tea and Beverages 

etc. are served to employees as well as port users in 13 departmental canteens located at various work places. 

 

(e)  Consumer Societies: To encourage co-operative movement among the Port Trust employees, co-operative 

canteens and societies are given premises, furniture etc. at nominal rent and also they are paid an annual subsidy to 

meet a part of wages of the staff of the societies. Six Consumers' Co-operative Societies serves the Port Trust 

employees residing in various colonies. The consumer services are also provided through two flour mills, one 

bakery stall, iron stall, milk centers etc. 

(f)   Small Savings: Small Savings Scheme set-up in 1977 to inculcate savings habit amongst Port Trust employees. 

About 40% of the Port Trust Employees are contributing through the Pay Roll Savings Scheme. The average 

monthly saving is to the tune of Rs. 6,19,297. 

 

5. SAFETY AND CIVIL DEFENCE: 
 

5.1   Accidents: The Corporate Quality Objectives set under ISO 9001:2008 certification QMS system is achieved. 

The frequency rate of reportable accidents to on shore and on board labour was 5.43 for the year 2014-15. During 

the year, in the entire port area 55 accidents were recorded out of which 2 were fatal Out of these accidents 30 were 

reportable accidents as per the Dock Workers( safety, Health & Welfare) Regulation,1990.  

 

5.2   Safety Cell : "Safety week" was celebrated from 4
th

 March to 11
th

 March 2015. During this week various 

Safety Awarness Programmes were organized. Two issues of Suraksha Samachar in Hindi and Marathi were 

published. In co-ordination with Port Management Training Center, the Safety cell has conducted 16 Safety Training 

Programmes in which total 305 employees were trained. 
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5.3   Civil Defence : The Civil Defence week was celebrated from 06.12.2014 to 13.12.2014. Demonstrations were 

conducted at Nadkarni Park Colony at Wadala. The Civil Defence squads of men and women also participated in the 

Independence Day parade, Republic Day parade and Fire Memorial Day parade held by Mumbai Port Trust. The 

world Civil Defence Day was celebrated on 01.03.2015. 

 

6.           ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION:   
            International Maritime Organisation has initiated a project for effective implementation of ballast water 

control and management in developing countries with help of United Nations development project. Mumbai Port has 

been selected for this purpose. MbPT has awarded contract to keep dock waters clean from inside all dock basins 

and harbour wall. Transportation & incineration of oil contaminated material retrieved at pir pau is being operated 

through contract.  Preparation of Environment Monitoring Management Plan & Green Plan for Mumbai Port is 

being carried out by M/s. NEERI. Waste oil/ used oil reception facilities are provided to the vessels calling at 

Mumbai Port. Moreover, advise is obtained from Maharashtra Pollution Control Board(MPCB), National Institute of 

Oceanography and National Environment Engineering Research Institute for initiating steps to minimise pollution in 

harbour water. 

 

7. VIGILANCE MEASURES:  

 Vigilance Department continued to be proactive. Measures such as surprise inspections, system 

improvement after study of procedures were carried out with a view to strengthen the system and restrict the 

incidence of corruption. Inspections of corruption prone areas were carried out on regular basis. Apart from this, 

inspection of major contracts and purchases was done. Vigilance Department continued its effort of leveraging 

technology in Port functions for transparency. 

       Vigilance Awareness Week was observed from 27
th

 October to 1
st
 November 2014. During the week various 

competitions like Brief writing/ Caricature/ Poster drawings competitions among the employees were organized.     

A lecture by Shri. Hemant Priyadarshy(IPS),Jt.Director, CBI,EOW-Zone-II on subject `Combating Corruption- 

Technology as an enabler' was arranged for officers of MbPT.
