 2.6 Outstanding Estate Rentals :  
 The bills for rent / compensation as per the Hon'ble 
Supreme Court's verdict dated 13.01.2004 are being 
rendered to lessees and tenants with effect from 1st 
April 2004 and the liability statements depicting 
arrears of rent are also being communicated 
separately.  However, many lessees/ tenants still 
continue to make payment at old contractual rates or 
not paying at all.  Thus, there is substantial gap 
between the rental billed and realised.  Therefore, to 
depict fair and true picture of port's income, 
unrecovered amount of estate rental is credited to 
provision for unrecovered estate rental by debiting 
respective income heads.  Accordingly, difference 
between the net amount of rent billed (Rs.165.26 
crore) and rent collected (Rs.60.33 crore) 
amounting to Rs.104.93 crore has been credited to 
provision for unrecovered estate rentals as was being 
done in earlier years.  In terms of TR 127 of 2006, 
bills for monthly rent were rendered @6% per annum 
return on land values prescribed in Stamp Duty 
Ready Recokner for the year 2006 with 4% increase 
every October to limited / public limited companies.  
PSUs, Banks, Multinationals. On verification it was 
found that rent at market rate, as above, was not 
applicable to some lessees / tenants.  Hence, excess 
billed amount of Rs.16.74 crore pertaining to the 
period upto March 2008 and Rs.10.15 crore 
pertaining to the current year 2008-09 has been 
retrenched.

4.1 Training:  
For effective implementation of human resource 
development policy defined in strategic plan of MbPT 
thrust has been given on skill development, multi-skilling, 
improving work culture, quality system awareness and 
imparting intensive training.  During the year 2008-09 in 
all 31 programmes were conducted in 182 batches in the 
Port Management Training Centre in which 4286 
employees participated.  The courses through specialised 
faculty covered various aspects of cargo operation, 
administrative functions, safety, fire fighting, first aid, 
general awareness.  In addition, general management 
principles like motivation, improving productivity, quality 
system (ISO), managing subordinates, personality 
development, personal health etc. were also covered.  
Imparting training in computer and other administrative 
systems is a continuous process. 99 officers/employees 
were deputed for participation in various training courses, 
seminars, etc. organised by specialised institutions such as 
Indian Institute of Port Management, Kolkatta and NMA, 
Chennai etc. 26 officers were trained in onsite training 
courses through IIPM, Kolkata.  Thirteen new training 
programmes were conducted by PMTC in the year 2008-

 4.5 Welfare Measures :     
 An employees' Welfare Fund has been 
established to meet the expenditure on miscellaneous 
welfare activities of the employees. The fund is 
utilised to meet the expenditure such as running 
welfare centres, libraries, sports events, subsidised  
canteens   and   consumer   stores,  grant-in aid   for  
sports  and  recreation activities,  scholarships  and  
prizes  to children of employees. Rs.14.29 crore was 
spent from the welfare fund during 2008-09.  A full 
fledged welfare department functions to provide 
various welfare measures to employees.   
 

 In order to provide basic educational 
facilities in the immediate vicinity of colonies, a 
decision was taken in 1996 to construct a school 
building at Wadala at a total cost of Rs.5.17 crore. 
 As per TR No.143 of 14.10.2003 and 
subsequent agreement signed on 29.12.2003, the 
Bhartiya Gramin Punarachana Sanstha, Aurangabad 
(BGPS) was entrusted with the management of 
School at Wadala for 30 years on establish, operate 
manage and transfer basis. 
 
 The objective of this contract is to have a 
co-educational school upto tenth standard, in both 
Marathi and English mediums of instruction, for 
wards of MbPT employees and other students.  
However, for admission to school, preference will be 
given to the wards of MbPT employees. The BGPS 
School has started functioning from the Academic

 7. VIGILANCE  MEASURES 
 To enable adoption of vigilance as a 
management tool guidelines were issued and efforts 
made to involve participation of officers at various 
managerial levels alongwith the staff working under 
them.  Measures such as surprise inspections, system 
improvement after study of procedures were carried 
out with a view to strengthen preventive vigilance 
and restrict the incidence of corruption. The 
Departments continued its effort of leveraging 
technology in Port functions. 
       Vigilance Awareness Week from 3.11.2008 to 
7.11.2008 was observed during the year.  During the 
week, informative sessions for port users were held.  
As a part of Vigilance Awareness Week efforts were 
made to create awareness regarding the Public 
Interest Disclosure and Protection of Informers' 
Resolution (PIDPR-popluarly known as 
Whistleblower's Resolution).  This was the main 
theme of the CVC during the observance of 
Vigilance Awareness Week 2008.  
During the year 109 complaints were received of 
these 93 complaints have been disposed of after 
necessary action.  Inspections of corruption prone 
areas were carried out on regular basis.  Apart from 
this, inspection of major contracts and purchases 
were done. 
During the year, 5 one-day vigilance awareness 
workshops were conducted at the Port Management 
Training Centre for Port Trust employees.  150 
employees participated in the workshop.
