  It is my previlege to present the 

Administration Report for the year ended 31st 

March 2010 to the Trustees of the Mumbai Port 

Trust. 

 
 During the year the traffic handled by the 

12 Major Ports aggregated to 561 million tonnes.  

The Mumbai Port handled 54.54 MT as against the 

traffic of 51.88 MT  handled  during 2008-09.  The 

number of vessels called in at the port during 2009-

10 was 5830 against 5620 nos. in 2008-09.  

Average turnaround time has reduced to 3.50 days 

from 3.64 days in 2008-09.  Average pre-berthing 

detention is reduced to 0.30 days against 0.31 days 

of 2008-09.  During 2009-10 average ship-berth 

day output has also increased to 7125 MT as 

against 6156 MT of 2008-09.  Thus, a 5% growth 

in throughput and an average 7% improvement in 
key performance parameters could be achieved 

during 2009-10.  The Port has facilitated 9.72% of 

the total exim traffic through Major Ports. 

 The Port’s financial performance during the 

year 2009-10 – 

• Operating income increased to 895.14 Cr 

from 808.75 Cr of the previous year. 

• Operating surplus reduced to 174.92 Cr 

from 178.86 Cr. of the previous year. 

• Total income increased to 1315.02 Cr from 

1297.87 Cr of the previous year. 

• Profit before tax reduced to 12.17 Cr from 

93.20 Cr. of the previous year. 

 

The Director of Income-tax (Exemption) 

has acceded to our request u/s. 12A of Income Tax 

Act, 1961.  A certificate dated 8.9.2009 has been 
obtained from DITE treating the same as 

“Charitable Institution” w.e.f. Assessment Year 

2003-04.  Accordingly, revised returns for the six 

years from A.Y. 2003-04 to A.Y. 2008-09 have 

been filed with Income Tax Authorities.  Owing to 

this, substantial refund of Income-tax already paid 
from FY 2002-03 to 2007-08 is expected. 

 

Signs of recovery from the impact of global 

economic crisis is seen during 2009-10.

ever growing demands associated with sea borne 
trade.  With this objective in mind this port will be 

ready to achieve the projected traffic to the tune of 

71 million tones by the end of 11th Five Year Plan 

i.e. in 2011-2012. 

 

The major projects under 11
th
 Five Year 

Plan and National Maritime Development 
programme consists of construction of Offshore 

Container Terminal with a capacity of 9.6 MT and 

is expected to complete by 2012.  The construction 

is in progress through PPP mode.  This is one of the 

major break through in private sector participation 

in Mumbai Port though there are some areas where 

the outside agencies have been involved in port 

activities such as (i) supply of equipments for 

handling containers (partly), (ii) ship repair work at 

Dry Docks, (iii) bunkering and supply of water to 

ships, etc.  The Port is also moved for setting up of 

dry dock at ID and a marina for which a Consultant 

is being appointed. 

 

Apart from the Offshore Container 

Terminal under PPP mode, Second Liquid 

Chemical Berth at New Pir Pau under 11th Five 

Year Plan is also in progress.  MbPT is taking all 

the possible steps to improve port connectivity by 

roads/rail under the above plan.  This will enable a 
dedicated rail freight line between Wadala and 

Kurla and 700 meters of road from Wadala Mahul 

road to Truck Terminal.   

Construction of 5th Oil Berth at Jawahar 

Dweep is under negotiation with HPCL and BPCL.  

Construction of Anik Panjarpole Link Road is in 

progress with the participation of Maharashtra State 

Government.  The schemes will enable this port to 

have additional capacity of 37.66 MT by the end of 

2011-12.  In a nut shell there are five berth 

development projects, 3 capital dredging projects, 4 

port connectivity projects, 7 equipment 

procurement/replacement/ upgradation projects and 

one cruise terminal project.  There is no doubt that 

Mumbai Port will be the most sought after port. 
 

In order to have a long term perspective, 

our port has appointed M/s.KPMG International 

Consultants, a consultant to develop a Business 

Plan for Mumbai Port.  This plan contains long 

term vision, goals and strategy for MbPT.  Besides, 

with the help of this plan, services to be offered by 

this port over the next few years would be as 

envisaged, viz; Upgradation of Port operation 

system which includes amongst these Yard 

Planning, Ship Planning, Berth Automation, 

upgradation of VTMS, Implementation of Web 
Based EDI system.

• Port has introduced the facility of 

discharging of fertilizer and raw 

material from mother vessel in 

anchorage and barging to Hay Bunder 

with increased free period.

 4.5 Welfare Measures :     
 An employees' Welfare Fund has been 
established to meet the expenditure on miscellaneous 
welfare activities of the employees. The fund is 
utilised to meet the expenditure such as running 
welfare centres, libraries, sports events, subsidised  
canteens   and   consumer   stores,  grant-in aid   for  
sports  and  recreation activities,  scholarships  and  
prizes  to children of employees. Rs.17.82 crore was 
spent from the welfare fund during 2009-10.  A full 
fledged welfare department functions to provide 
various welfare measures to employees. 
 In order to provide basic educational 
facilities in the immediate vicinity of colonies, a 
decision was taken in 1996 to construct a school 
building at Wadala at a total cost of Rs.5.17 crore. 
 As per TR No.143 of 14.10.2003 and 
subsequent agreement signed on 29.12.2003, the 
Bhartiya Gramin Punarachana Sanstha, Aurangabad 
(BGPS) was entrusted with the management of 
School at Wadala for 30 years on establish, operate, 
manage and transfer basis. 
 The objective of this contract is to have a 
co-educational school upto tenth standard, in both 
Marathi and English mediums of instruction, for 
wards of MbPT employees and other students.  
However, for admission to school, preference will be 
given to the wards of MbPT employees. The BGPS 
School has started functioning from the Academic Year 
commencing from June 2004. Presently the BGPS also 
conducts various degree & management courses.
