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CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 

 

 I take great pleasure and privilege as well to present the Administration Report for 

the year ended 31st March 2017. 

 

2. Mumbai Port Trust with continuous improvement and growth in cargo handling, 

resurrected itself from a small dip 2015-16 to handle the highest ever traffic of 63.05 Million 

Metric Tons in 2016-17 by registering a growth of 3.17% over the last year throughput of 

61.11 MMT. 

 

 

3. Efficiency parameters for the year 2016-17 as compared to 2015-16 

 

(a) No. of ships enter the port were 5225 as against 5169 in 2015-16. 

(b) Average pre-berthing detention (in days) was 0.09 as compared to 0.31 in 2015-16. 
(c) Average Turn Round Time of vessels (in days) was 2.49 as against 2.90 in 2015-16. 

(d) Percentage berth occupancy in days was 53.46 as against 56.21 in 2015-16. 

 

 

4. Mumbai Port’s financial performance highlights for the year 2016-17 

 

 Operating Income was `1477.80 crore as against `1478.18 crore in 2015-16. 

 Operating Surplus was `366.13 crore as against `402.49 crore in 2015-16. 

 Profit Before Tax (PBT) amounted to ` (-) 326.85 crore as against `(-) 473.57 crore 

in 2015-16. 

 

 

5. NOTABLE ACHIEVEMENTS DURING THE YEAR 2016-17 

 

 Performance highlights of MbPT for the year 2016-17 

 

Mumbai Port Trust has bagged the Best Performance Award for 

achieving Best improvement in efficiency parameters.  

 

Following are the record performance of the port while achieving the aforesaid 

highest throughput: 

 

 Record handling of 2.1 lakh automobiles through Ro-Ro operations.  

 

 51 International cruise ships carrying 57,076 passengers were docked at 

MbPT’s International Cruise Terminal. 

 

 ‘Hoegh St. Petersberg’ handled 6,312 units of export vehicles on 6.8.2016, 

highest ever automobiles handled on a ship. 

 

 Maiden Voyage of International Cruise Ship ‘M.V.Genting Dream’ was made 

from BPX International Cruise Terminal on 29.10.2016. 
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 Cruise vessel ‘Coasta-Neo-Classica’ commenced its home port operations at 

Mumbai Port and made 7 calls during the year. 

 

 World’s largest car Carrier ‘M.V. Hoegh Tracer’ with capacity of 8500 cars, 

visited Mumbai Port on 22.2.2017. 

 

 Mumbai Port handled 1.601 MMT of various agricultural products including 

pulses and wheat as against 0.96 MMT handled during the previous year, 

thereby achieved a growth of 66%. 

 

 Steel exports was 0.837 MMT against 0.342 MMT exported during the previous 

fiscal registering a growth of 144%. 

 

 
6. Swachh Bharat Mission. 

 

Hon’ble Prime Minister’s call to make Swachh Bharat Abhiyan a mass 

movement to clean India has been put in place and followed up regularly.  Quality 

Council of India, an Agency appointed by IPA to conduct a study on achievement of 

the Ports under Swachh Bharat Mission at all Major Ports and do the ranking.  

Accordingly a Report containing marks and ranking of all Major Ports was submitted 

to QCI.  Mumbai Port has been awarded for securing Third position in 

implementation of Swachh Bharat Abhiyan in the year 2016-17.   

 

 

7. The MbPT has taken up the following major projects: 

 

(i) Construction of off-shore container terminal berths - Restructuring: 

 

The project comprises construction of 700m length Container Berth 

which can handle container vessels upto 14.5m draft (6000 TEUs). The 

capacity of the terminal after commissioning of the Phase-I would be 9.6 

million tonnes (0.8m TEUs).  The original cost of project was `1,460 crore of 

which MbPT’s investment was `445 crore and that of BOT operator was `1015 

crore.  The revised cost of the project is ̀ 2098.56 crore of which BOT component 

is of `1429.10 crore and MbPT component is `669.46 crore. Government 

sanction to RCE of `669.46 crore received on 30.9.2015.  

 

Draft RFQ, RFP and Concession agreement under preparation.   A draft 

MOU featuring broad frame work for settlement, the Feasibility Report is 

approved by the Board.  The concurrence of Govt. sought.    

 

Meanwhile, the Board has approved restructuring of the project by 

altering cargo mix and giving RoFR to existing licensee, project to be rebid 

keeping minimum revenue share at 35.064%.  Draft RFQ, RRFP, modified 

L.A., S.A., SFC memo sent to Government by letter dated 29.7.2017.  SFC 

meeting held on 12.9.2017.  RFQ will be floated once Government approves the 

proposal for res-structuring. 
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(ii) Improvement of Rail connectivity: 

 

The project is to lay Dedicated goods line between Wadala and Kurla.  

The goods line will remove the existing constraint of limited and erratic 

availability of window for movement of goods trains in and out of Port via 

harbour line (passenger). The original cost of the project viz. `131 crore has 

been revised to `176.81 crore. Shifting of PAPs is in progress. Till date, 906 

PAPs have been shifted from the project site. The project is likely to be 

completed by September 2018.  

 

 

(iii) LNG/FSRU: 

 
To meet the growing demand of natural gas especially for power, 

refinery and cracker units and industries, MbPT has undertaken the project 
which involves construction of dolphin structure for handling LNG vessels.  On 
the other side of the dolphin Floating Storage Regasification Unit (FSRU) 
would be placed. The LNG is off loaded to the FSRU. The Regasification is done 
in FSRU and transported to submarine pipeline (7 km) and connected to the 
existing gas network owned by GAIL. The project is on PPP basis with an 
estimated cost of `2690 crore. 

 

 Connectivity to GAIL network: 

  

(a) PNGRB has issued in principle approval for the tie in connectivity by 

letter dated 1.3.2016. 

(b) The proposed connectivity from the land outfall upto the tie in 

interconnection point of MSEB Uran is about 6 kms.  

(c) The above connection is to be carried out by GAIL as per the Act. 

 

  

(iv) Bunkering Terminal: 

 
The MbPT has undertaken the project of development of Bunkering 

Terminal by enhancing the utilisation of the available infrastructure for 
bunkering at MOT-JD in partnership with BPCL /HPCL. MOU between 
MbPT, BPCL and HPCL signed on 2.12.2015 for 30 years period.  Presently, 
the bunkering volume is 0.2 MMTPA which may go upto 1.6 MMTPA in 2019 
and 3.4 MMTPA in 2024. This terminal will be developed by carrying out civil 
structure modifications at JD-2 for berthing of bunker barges. First phase 
commissioned. BPCL will be operating. HPCL is refurbishing the tank. 
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(v) Fifth Oil Berth: 

 

The project is to construct a new berth catering to higher capacity fully 

loaded Suez Max vessels and partly loaded VLCC. The dolphin structure will 

be constructed consisting of 4 berthing dolphins and 6 mooring dolphins which 

will be connected to the Jawahar Island by means of trestles.  Additional 

42”submarine pipeline between Jawahar Island and Pir Pau will be laid. The 

estimated cost of project is `811 crore, out of which 50% of the cost will be 

shared by Oil PSUs namely BPCL and HPCL.  

 

Capital Dredging work completed.  Civil works & laying of submarine 

pipeline work in progress. Commissioning by 31.3.2019. 
 

 

(vi) Upgradation of cruise terminal at BPX. 

 

  MbPT has already a cruise terminal at its BPX berth in Indira Dock.  

The same was planned and constructed in 1960s & 1970s.  Therefore, it has 

been decided to upgrade the same to international standards.  As a result of 

various initiatives launched by the Ministry of Shipping, Government of 

India, Government of Maharashtra and Mumbai Port Trust, the public will 

get the opportunity to take International Luxury Cruises from the Mumbai 

Port fulfilling a long awaited aspiration of making Mumbai the “Gateway to 

International Cruise in India”.  Hitherto, flying to other countries to take 

international cruises, was the only option to the Indians.  The terminal will 

also have shopping malls, cafeterias, convention centre.  The new Cruise 

Terminal Building with floor space of approx. 30000 sq.mtrs. will be complete 

with all international level facilities like separate arrivals, departures, retail, 

duty free shops, restaurants, hotels, etc.,  Besides, during the off cruise days 

and season, the local citizenry will have access to this terminal for recreation 

and entertainment, etc.  The project is expected to cost `197 crore and 

expected to be completed in two years' time.   
 

 

(vii) Development of Eastern Waterfront: 

 

M/s. HCP Design, Planning & Management Pvt. Ltd., Ahmedabad 

alongwith M/s. Pricewater Cooper Pvt. Ltd., and M/s. Unity Consultancy Pvt. 

Ltd., have been appointed as Consultants to prepare Master Plan for 

waterfront development related with recreation, tourism and commercial 

activities, which are presently lacking in Mumbai for the following main 

activities -  

(a) To take into consideration that Mumbai’s population has grown 

tremendously and there are aspirations of the city to meet its need for 

lung space, marina, sea front walkways, promenades, water sports, 

plazas, floating restaurants, public transport such as roads, water, 

metro, rail, parking places, cycling tracks, entertainment hubs, 

heritage tourism places, theatres, convention Centre, marine museum 

etc. 
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(b) To create the area as international destination for recreation, tourism 

along with mixed land use with world class smart infrastructure.  

(c) To unlock commercial value of its land asset which is currently 

untapped and  

(d) Acceptable to the stakeholders, authorities and concerned agencies. 

 

The consultant will start the work immediately and the draft Master plan for 

about 500 ha of area would be ready within next six months. The detailed 

Master plan for an area of about 165 ha is expected in the next 9 months. The 

total consultancy period is 42 months.  

 

8. Other projects and initiatives in hospitality/leisure segment undertaken by 

MbPT: 

 

(i) Reinforcing Sassoon Dock Gate 

  

In its endeavor to keep the glorious past of the city of Mumbai preserved 

in today’s time, the Mumbai Port Trust fortified the first gateway to the city’s 

sea trade the Sassoon Dock, reaffirming its historic importance. Mumbai Port 

Trust carried out restorative repairs to the gate structure bringing it back to 

the original glory and also rejuvenated the historical clock installed in it at a 

total cost of `25 lakhs. 

 

(ii) Development of Kanhoji Angre Lighthouse (KALH) as a tourist 

destination. 

 

 

The Mumbai Port Trust had approved transfer of Kanhoji Angre 

Lighthouse and Prongs Lighthouse (PLH) to the Director General of 

Lighthouses and Lightships (DGLL). The ownership of the island vests with 

MbPT.  The total area of the Kanhoji Angre Island is around 18 acres. Initially, 

DGLL was looking into the subject project of development of KALH as tourist 

destination for which MbPT has contributed `30 lakh under CSR.  

 

The Ministry of Shipping has asked MbPT to take up the work of 

development of Tourism at Kanhoji Angre Island.   Accordingly, MbPT has 

undertaken the work of Construction of boat landing jetty at a cost of `14.17 

crore.  The work is completed. 
 
 

(iii) Development of Ro Ro facility at Ferry Wharf. 

 

Ferry Wharf at Mumbai, Mandwa at Alibaug and Nerul at Navi Mumbai 

have been identified for coastal shipping and passenger transport.  The Ro-Ro 

Pax/Passenger transport facilities at the above locations is being undertaken 

by the Mumbai Port, Maharashtra Maritime Board and CIDCO respectively.  

The Kashek Engineers Pvt. Ltd., has been appointed as Consultant by MMB. 
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The proposed facility of Passenger along with Ro-Ro termed as Roll-On 

Roll-Off technique shall help people travelling to take vehicles along with them 

in the water transport system, this will drastically reduce their cost of 

travelling as well as their time travelling. 

 

The civil work i.e. providing infrastructure facility at Ferry wharf has 

commenced.  Completion by April 2018. 

 

 

(iv) Establishment of a facility for Shivaji Maharaj Memorial with statue 

off the Coast of Mumbai in the Arabian Sea. 

 

The Government of Maharashtra intends to establish a memorial and 

statue of Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj, the revered King and founder of 

Maratha Kingdom, off Nariman Point, Mumbai, at an estimated cost for the 

project is `3600 crore.  The memorial is aimed at not only providing a place for 

the people to visit, but also create an internationally acclaimed landmark of 

our country with a view to give national and international tourism a unique 

attraction. As the area comes within Port limits of Mumbai Port, Mumbai Port 

has issued 'No Objection Certificate' (NOC) to construct Chhatrapati Shivaji 

Maharaj Memorial Project. 

 

(v) Construction of a multipurpose jetty at Chhoti Chowpaty, Girgaon. 

 

 Mumbai Port Trust will be developing and constructing a multipurpose 

jetty at Chhoti Chowpaty, Girgaon.  The jetty will be about 115 m long and will 

cater to people wanting to go into sea for water sports, going to be constructed 

Chatrapati Shivaji statue and coastal passenger service, seaplane service, etc.  

M/s. KITCO Ltd., have been appointed for providing consultancy services. 

 

 

9. Other Initiatives : 

 

(i) Transparency Plan: 

 

The  Chairman, Mumbai Port Trust held interactive session with the Port 

users, Contractors and suppliers on transparency in doing business with Mumbai Port 

Trust, on 21st November 2016. Shri Atul Fulzele, IPS, DIG, Central Bureau of 

Investigation was the Chief Guest for the session.  Shri Fulzele has told about the 

preventive measures to be taken for reducing the corruption.  The Chairman had 

addressed the gathering about 14 points of transparency plan of Mumbai Port Trust 

and also mentioned that he wants Mumbai Port Trust to be corruption free. Further, 

he has requested Port users, contractors and suppliers to approach him directly 

regarding any grievance about corruption in MbPT.  
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Mumbai Port Trust has prepared its Transparency Plan to take action 

in the following areas to bring greater transparency in its functioning: - 
 

(i) Works relating to tender 

(ii) Leveraging of Technology in the following areas. 

 

(a) E-Payments/RTGS/NEFT   

(b) E-Platform for completion of formalities  

(c) E-Permits/E-Licenses

(iii) Adoption of Integrity Pact  

(iv) Periodic transfer from sensitive posts  

(v) Estimates of contracts for works above `1crore 

(vi) Sale of uncleared goods by e-tender/e-auction  

(vii) 'Changing Minds' programs through meditation/motivational lectures 

(viii) Vigilance Complaints App 

(ix) New transparent Land Policy 

(x) Digitization of documents  

(xi) GIS Implementation 

(xii) Concurrent Stakeholders Satisfaction Index  

(xiii) Expert Agency for Estate Management 

(xiv) Prevent encroachments through Expert Agency and computerise Access 

Control System 
 

(ii) Integrity Index: 

 

Mumbai Port Trust is in the process of developing Integrity Index in 

pursuance of the  Central Vigilance Commission’s project of developing 

Integrity Index for bringing out the score/ranking of the departments/ 

organizations of the Central Government to promote transparency and 

fairness in public administration.  MbPT has engaged Indian Institute of 

Management Ahmedabad (IIMA) for this purpose. The scope of the project 

include (a) develop a conceptual understanding of integrity index (b) develop a 

methodology to compose integrity index  (c) implement the same in select 25 

CPSUs/Government agencies and (d) recommend an ecosystem in CVC to 

institutionalize the Integrity Index development and implementation. 

 

The Commission has selected 25 CPSEs including Mumbai Port Trust 

and Central Government Departments to be covered for developing the 

Integrity Index in the first phase.   

 

IIMA has issued a White Paper on Integrity Index Development Project 

with a view to gather available information related to concept of Integrity and 

approaches adopted by various agencies in developing / constructing 

approaches to measure integrity.  This paper is expected to serve as a basis to 

conceptualize the though process related to developing of integrity. 
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Interactive sessions have been held for feed-back with representatives 

of various stake holders which included employees / retired employees, 

contractors, project operators, importers, shipping agents, etc. 

  

Development of Integrity Index for Mumbai Port Trust is being 

accorded high priority. 

 

The Mumbai Port Trust has considered the recommendations of the 

Central Vigilance Commission, New Delhi and decided to adopt the Integrity 

Pact Agreement.  The Pact essentially envisages an agreement between the 

prospective vendors / bidders and the Port committing the persons / officials of 

both the parties not to exercise any corrupt influence or any aspect of the 

contract and for appointment of Independent External Monitor (IEM) to review 

that the obligations are complied by both the parties under the Pact.  

 

Accordingly, the Mumbai Port Trust has appointed Shri P.K. Gopinath, 

IPoS, (retd), ex-member Department of Posts, to function as Independent 

External Monitor under the Integrity Pact Agreement for an initial period of 

three years.   

 

(iii) Whistle Blower Policy. 

 

Mumbai Port Trust has framed its Whistle Blower Policy  in pursuance 

of the Chief Vigilance Commission’s guidelines on ’Public Interest Disclosure 

and Protection of Informers’ (PIDPI) Resolution dated 21.4.2004 (as amended) 

passed by the Government of India and enactment of the Whistle Blower 

Protection Act, 2011(WBPA).  By this policy, the Chief Vigilance Officer has 

been authorized as the ‘Designated Authority’ to receive written complaints or 

disclosure on any allegation of corruption or misuse of office by any MbPT 

employee and to inquire or cause an inquiry into such disclosure and to provide 

adequate safeguards against victimization of the person making such 

complaint and for matter connected therewith and incidental thereto as also 

for handling of complaints under ’Public Interest Disclosure and Protection of 

Informers’ (PIDPI). 

 

(iv) BPR and implementation of ERP: 

 

M/s. EY consultant for Program management and IT Strategy 

appointed on January 2015. The Work was schedule to be completed by June 

2016. The project was discontinued as the work was taken over by IPA at 

central level.   

 

M/s. E&Y is appointed by IPA for BPR and implementation of ERP at 4 

Major Ports, i.e. Mumbai, Kolkatta, Kandla and Paradip.  A kick-off meeting 

was held on 9.6.2016 with the Consultants, IT Teams of all the 4 participating 

Ports at IPA.  A workshop was held at Mumbai Port on 13.7.2016, when Project 

Management Committee  and Port Working Group Committee was 
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formulated.  After detailed discussion, RFP document is under approval 

process. 

 

10. Master Plan : 

The Mumbai Port Trust land holdings are some of the best Water Front 

properties with excellent Road and Rail connectivity and are located in the heart of 

Mumbai. The land thus has immense opportunity to be developed as waterfront 

development related with recreation, tourism and commercial activities, which are 

presently lacking in Mumbai.  

MbPT therefore decided that an implementable Master Plan is to be developed 

to utilise some of the Port land for following main activities:  

a) To take into consideration that Mumbai’s population has grown 

tremendously and there are aspirations of the city to meet its need for 

lung space, marina, sea front walkways, promenades, water sports, 

plazas, floating restaurants, public transport such as roads, water, 

metro, rail, parking places, cycling tracks, entertainment hubs, 

heritage tourism places, theatres, convention Centre, marine museum 

etc. 

b) To create the area as international destination for recreation, tourism 

along with mixed land use with world class smart infrastructure.  

c) To unlock commercial value of its land asset which is currently 

untapped and  

d) Acceptable to the stakeholders, authorities and concerned agencies. 

Mumbai Port Trust invited bids from eminent architects and planners from 

across the world to undertake the planning, Infrastructure design and marketing 

activities. The bid process was completed in two stages.  The Board in its meeting held 

on 29th November 2016 approved the proposal of award of work to M/s HCP Design, 

Planning, & management Pvt. Ltd Ahmedabad along with M/s Pricewater Cooper Pvt 

Ltd and M/s Unity Consultancy Pvt. Ltd. 

The consultant will start the work immediately and the draft Master plan for 

about 500 ha of area should be ready within next six months. The detailed Master 

plan for an area of about 165 ha is expected in the next 9 months. The total 

consultancy period is 42 months.  

11. Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) 

 

Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Shipping along with noted actor and 

philanthropist, Shri Nana Patekar,  inaugurated 165 dormitory blocks allotted by the 

Mumbai Port Trust to Tata Memorial Centre to be made available free of charge to 

outstation children cancer patients who come for treatment at the Tata Memorial 

Cancer Hospital, Mumbai, along with their parents.  This ambitious and unique 

humanitarian project inspired by Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime Minister of 

India and pioneered by Shri Nitin Gadkari, Hon’ble Minister for Shipping, Road 
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Transport & Highways was undertaken by the Mumbai Port Trust as a part of its 

Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) activities.  The Mumbai Port Trust allotted its 

128 units in 3 residential buildings and provided them to the cancer patients through 

Tata Memorial Hospital at a nominal charge under CSR project.  MbPT has taken this 

noble task on humanitarian grounds for the welfare of socially and economically 

backward people, keeping in mind the Antyodaya Yojana initiated by late Pandit Deen 

Dayal Upadhyaya.  With this, the poorest of the poor families can avail of the vital 

health care services from renowned Tata Hospital. 
 

12. Sports and Cultural activities: 
 

On the Sports front with the introduction of the scheme for engagement of 

Sports Trainees, 54 sports trainees were engaged for the first time by Mumbai Port.  

Mumbai Port Trust were the Winners in Weight-Lifting, Body-Building, Cricket, 

Carrom and Table Tennis in the All India Major Ports Championships held during 

2016-17 and secured second place in Hockey and Volleyball, whereas they finished 

third in Football and Chess.  Mumbai Port Trust also won the overall championships 

in the Major Port Cultural Meet during the year. 
 

The Mumbai Port Football Team were the Winners of the First Division 

League conducted by Mumbai District Football Association.  The Cricket Team were 

the Winners in Corporate Shield and finished Runner-up in the Shipping Shield.  The 

Table Tennis Team emerged Runner-up in the 1st Division Inter-Office Table Tennis 

Tournament.  As regards Hockey the team did exceptionally well to Clinch the 

Winner’s position in Rink Hockey (Mumbai), S.D. Patil Hockey held at Islampur and 

secured 3rd place in the Guru Govind Singhji Gold and Silver Cup at Nanded and 

finished Runners Up at Kolhapur.  MbPT Volley Ball team reached the semi-finals of 

the YMCA and Mumbai Mayor Trophy Tournaments.  MbPT Kabaddi Team were the 

Winners at the State Level Tournament held at Panchgani as well as Runner-up in 

the State Level Tournament at Nanded and secured 3rd place in the Thane Mayor’s 

Trophy.  The Athletes brought individual medals in the 37th Nationals Masters 

Athletics event held at Nashik. 
 

Shri Javed Shaikh, employee of Mumbai Port Trust was appointed as an 

Umpire in the Rio Olympics, 2016 by the International Hockey Federation (FIH).  He 

was among the only two Umpires appointed from Asia. 

 

13. Other important highlights: 
 

An innovative and novel concept of “Coffee with Chairman” to motivate outstanding 

performers has been introduced.  The outstanding performer during the quarter is invited 

along with his family for Coffee and given a memento and certificate. 

 

14. Inaugurated the free Anti-Retro Viral Therapy (ART) Centre at MbPT Hospital at 

Wadala, to be operated in co-ordination with NACO/MDACS.  Mumbai Port is the 1st Port to 

start ART drugs for its employees and their family members. 

 

15. Mumbai Port being the “Gateway Port for International Cruises in India”, has been 

successful to get the international cruise liner homeported for the first time in India ‘Costa 
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Neo Classica’.  Genting Dream, the largest ever ship has visited India on its maiden voyage, 

with almost 1900 passengers boarding from Mumbai Port, for the first time.  Mumbai Port 

being the multi-purpose cargo port is also now focused on tourism segments; thus it would be 

also a multi-tourism port with planned facilities like Marina, Ro Pax Terminal, Floating 

Restaurant, Rope way to Elephanta, etc., coming up in the near future.  In addition, 

construction of a modern Cruise Terminal is being planned at an estimated cost of Rs.130 

crore complete with all international level facilities like separate arrivals, departures, retail, 

duty free shops, restaurants, hotels, etc.  Mumbai Port is focusing on this segment targeting 

to receive near 100 cruise ships in a couple of years. 

 

16. Mumbai Port also announced reduction of Port Charges for Coastal Ro-Ro services in 

order to encourage the coastal movement of cargoes specially automobiles by Ro-Ro ships.  

This will reduce congestion on road and would be not only a cheaper option but also 

environmentally preferred option as it reduces carbon foot print facilitating faster movement 

of vehicles for distribution/export. 

 

17. To sensitize the trade in general and to understand and redress the issues affecting 

this trade and to promote coastal movement, MbPT held a Workshop, wherein the current 

and potential stakeholders, e.g., Receivers, Shippers, Coastal Ship Owners/Operators, 

Shipping Agents, Freight Forwarders, Trade Associations, Government and Port Officials 

participated unfolding their experiences and expectations.  In the key note address, it was 

emphasized all round benefits of the coastal movement over other means and extended Port’s 

support to handhold the trade and help achieve the threshold volumes till the coastal route 

become viable option. 

 

18. I sincerely express my gratitude to the Hon’ble Minister for Shipping, Ministry of 

Shipping, Customs Authorities, State Government, Trustees of the Mumbai Port Trust, 

Mumbai & Nhava Sheva Ship-Agents Association (MANSA), Bombay Cutoms House Agents’ 

Association (BCHAA), Indian Pulses and Grains Association (IPGA) and other service 

providers for their necessary guidance and continued support.  I also wish to thank the co-

operation and patronage received from the valued customers and port users.  My sincere 

thanks to the labour leaders who have extended full co-operation improving efficiency in Port 

Operations. I congratulate all for the record performance during the financial year 2016-17. 

 

19. While appreciating the efforts put forth by all stake holders, I look forward to the 

continued zeal and dedication for achieving the corporate goals in the years ahead.

1. TRADE OF THE PORT 

 

1.1 Shipping:    5225 vessels aggregating to 67.14 million ton GRT called at the Port during 

the year as against 5169 vessels in the previous year with 63.92 million ton  GRT. Out of this 

cargo ships contribute 2262 nos. as against 2037 nos. of previous year.  

 

1.2 Traffic: Traffic handled during 2016-2017 including POL was 63.05 MT as against 

61.11 MT in the previous year. Details of traffic, import and export, are furnished below.

1.3 Container Traffic:  41917 TEUs with 0.56 MT of cargo were handled during 2016-2017 

as against 42820 TEUs with 0.53 MT of cargo of the previous year.  

 

1.4 Railway Traffic: During the year, 13897 wagons were received and dispatched 

contributing   traffic of 0.92 million tonnes of cargo through Indian Railways, as against 45412 

wagons with 1.65 million tonnes in the previous year. 

 

1.5 Dry Docks:  46 vessels with 126372.60 GRT were dry docked in 2016-2017. This 

included 6 vessels of MbPT. In 2015-16, 58 vessels with 96583.26 GRT were dry docked.  

                        

1.6 Marine Survey and Maintenance Dredging: MSRC section assisted in searching 

locations and relaying of buoys in the harbour. This section was also engaged in taking 

soundings alongside harbour wall berths, channels, bunders, docks and at various locations in 

the harbour. 2.5 million cubic meter of silt was dredged during the year 2016-17. 

 

2. PORT FINANCE: 

  
2.1 The operating income during the year 2016-17 was Rs.1477.80 crore as compared to               

Rs.1478.18 crore in 2015-16. The operating expenditure was Rs.1111.67 crore as against                      

Rs.1075.69 crore in 2015-16. The operating surplus stands to Rs.366.13 crore as compared to 

Rs.402.49 crore in 2015-16. Finance and Misc. income for 2016-17 amounted to Rs.129.46 crore 

as against Rs.153.54 crore in 2015-16. Finance and Misc. expenditure for 2016-17 amounted to 

Rs.822.44 crore as against Rs.1029.60 crore in 2015-16. Rs.694.50 crore have been transferred 

to MbPT Employee's Pension Fund Trust as against Rs.894.00 crore in F.Y.2015-16. Further, 

Rs.15.00 crore have been transferred to MbPT Group Gratuity Fund Trust. No contribution has 

been made to Leave Encashment Fund during this year as well as previous year. Profit before 

tax amounted to Rs.(-)326.85 crore as against profit of Rs.(-)473.57 crore in 2015-16.  

 

2.2 Capital Investment: The Capital Expenditure incurred during the year 2016-17 was 

Rs.206.40 crore (Rs.196.25 crore plan and Rs.10.15 crore non- plan works). The expenditure was 

fully met from the internal resources. However, an amount of Rs.7.5 crore was received during 

the year for development of a Boat Landing Jetty at Kanhoji Angre Light House. Further, 

Rs.75.00 crore was received during 2016-17 from oil PSUs as their share for development of 5th 

Oil Berth at Jawahar Dweep. 
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2.3 Internal Resource: The net accumulated internal resources at the year end aggregated 

to Rs.1542.80 crore. The amount is invested in accordance with the provision of the Section 88 

(2) of the MPT Act, 1963. 
 

2.4 Tariff Review:  

 

(i) The Revised Scale of Rates and Performance Standards as per Guidelines under 

Tariff Policy, 2015, duly approved by TAMP have been notified in the Gazette of 

India Extraordinary on 20.07.2016 which came into effect from 19.08.2016 and 

will remain in force till 31.03.2019 with Annual Indexation subject to 

achievement of Performance Standards committed by MbPT. TAMP has 

accorded approval for an increase of 13% for cargo related charges ( including 

POL Wharfage, container related charges, stevedoring charges and Misc. 

charges), 10% for vessel related charges and increase of 70% ( on ad-hoc basis 3 

months) for License Fee and Warehousing charges. 
 

(ii) In terms of clause 1.2 (xvi) (a) & (b) the Scale of Rate is subject to automatic 

annual indexation at 100% of the WPI to be annually announced by the 

Authority. If the Performance Standards as notified by the Authority alongwith 

the SOR are achieved by the port, then the port will automatically index the 

SOR at 100% of WPI announced by the authority and apply the indexed SOR 

w.e.f. 1st April of the relevant year. 
 

(iii) TAMP by its letter dated 31.3.2017 requested the Major Port Trusts to index 

their SOR by applying indexation factor 2% for the year 2017-18  subject to 

achievement of committed Performance Standards during 2016-17. Since MbPT 

had achieved performance standards in respect of vessel related services, vessel 

related charges are increased by 2% and adjusted Scale of rate has come into 

effect from 1.5.2017 i.e. financial year 2017-18. 
 

2.5     Remission of Revenue: No remission was allowed during the year.

4.    HUMAN RESOURCES AND WELFARE MEASURES: 
 

4.1     Training: For effective implementation of Human Resource Development Policy defined in 

the Strategic Plan of MbPT, thrust was given on Skill Development, Multi-skills, Improving Work 

Culture, Quality System Awareness & imparting intensive training. In all, 34 training courses 
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including training courses on Swachh Bharat Abhiyan and Induction Training for newly recruited 

Mumbai Port Trust officers were conducted in 86 batches during the year 2016-17 at Port 

Management Training Centre covering 1636 port employees. The training courses were conducted 

through internal and external faculties on various subjects covering various aspects of cargo 

operation, administrative functions, safety and security, fire fighting, first aid and general 

awareness. In addition, general management principles were also covered like quality system (ISO), 

personal health and imparting training in computer. Keeping in view the Govt. directives, training 

program on prevention and redressal of Sexual Harassment at workplace were also conducted. 

Further, for changing mindset of employees, special trainings on Motivation and Yoga have been 

conducted and  weekly Group Meditation at Mumbai Port Trust  Head Office have been conducted 

by PMTC. 
 

4.2 Reservation for SC/ST : Orders issued by the Central Government from time to time 
for reservation of posts in favour of the Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Tribe & Other Backward 
Classes are followed in respect of MbPT employees. The General Administration Department 
inter alia attends to matters on the reservation orders. A Chief Liaison Officer is appointed to 
oversee implementation of the reservation orders in the organization as a whole. The Liaison 
Officers are appointed in each department with responsibility to ensure compliance of 
reservation orders in their department. 
 

4.3 Implementation of Official Language : Many programmes were arranged to spread 

awareness towards  the official language Hindi amongst employees and to encourage them to 

work more and more in Hindi. In September 2016, Hindi Pakhwada was celebrated with 

enthusiasm and Hindi Noting and Drafting competition, Rangoli Competition, Swarachit Kavita 

Path (Poem Written by an Individual), Hindi Typing Competition, Ashu Bhashan (Spontaneous 

Speech) and Official Language Seminar/Discussion were held.   During the Hindi Pakhwada 

special Rajbhasha Inspection programme was arranged.  With the arrangement of Hasya 

Vyangya Kavi Sammelan Hindi Pakhwada was concluded successfully. 36 children of 

Officers/employees were awarded Cash Award for obtaining 75% or more marks in Hindi in SSC 

exam held in the year 2016.  Similarly, 16 children of HSC Exam 2016 were given cash award 

for obtaining 70% or more marks in Hindi Language. 
 

4.4 Industrial Relations:  The labour situation in the port is normal. However, 29.34 

mandays were lost in 2016-17 due to demonstration held by Transport & Dock Workers Union 

and MbPT Dock & General Employees Union.  
                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                 
4.5 Welfare Measures :  An employees' Welfare Fund has been established to meet the 

expenditure on miscellaneous welfare activities of the employees. The fund is utilised to meet 

the expenditure such as running welfare centers, libraries, sports events, subsidized canteens   

and   consumer   stores, grant-in aid for sports and recreation activities, scholarships and prizes 

to children of employees. Rs.24.05 crore was spent for the welfare activities during 2016-17.  A 

full fledged welfare division functions to provide various welfare measures to employees. 

 

(a) Medical facilities:  The Port is running a Hospital having 168 beds and 4 

Dispensaries having mordern diagnostic and therapeutic facilities. The Port 

Trust is providing medical facilities to the employees, their family                        

members, retired MbPT employees & their spouse and CISF personals posted at 

MbPT & their family members. Hospital activity is divided into (i) Out-patient 

service; (ii) Curative service; (iii) Diagnostic service; (iv) In patient service;                    

(v) Medico-social work; (vi) Alcoholic Anonymous; (vii) 

Rehabilitation and (viii) Quality control. 5751 in-patients attended this year, 

where as last year the in-patient sensex was 5409. Out patient department 

(OPD) attended to 1,86,678 patients whereas last year 1,81,646  patients were 

attended. During the year 15,655 patients were attended in casualty section.  
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The casualty service are provided for 24 hours and 4 beds are provided in 

casualty section. Ambulances are also available round the clock in the hospital.   
 

As a part of up-gradation of hospital for post–graduation training, various 

diploma courses in Medicine, Gyn. & Obst., Orthopedics, Pediatrics, 

Ophthalmology, Gen. Surgery, Radiology, Anesthesia, ENT, Dermatology of 

College of Physiciens & Surgeons of Bombay, were introduced w.e.f 1.2.1996. 

National Board of Examination, New Delhi has accorded sanction to 

accreditation to P.T. Hospital for conducting courses in the specialties of General 

Medicine ,Obstetrics & Gynecology and  Orthopaedics . The expenditure incurred 

on medical facility during the year was Rs.63.50 Cr. 
  

Port Trust Hospital is in process of up gradation to the Super Speciality hospital 

under PPP for which Technical Adviser is appointed.   
 

(b)  Housing :  There are 7719 number of quarters including Ex-BDLB quarters in 
which 3832 employees are residing, 122 quarters are allotted/used for other than 
residential purposes. 776 quarters are allotted to other than MbPT employees such 
as TAMP,CISF, ICTPL and Jaisu Shipping, etc. 1334 quarters are earmarked for 
disposal/major repairs. 120 units in Rajas Nagar Colony in Building No.A, B and C 
were handed over to Tata Memorial Hospital. To construct own house or to purchase 
flats, house building advance has been granted to 1 employee during the year. 

    
(c)  Welfare Center :   During the year, several various welfare activities were 

conducted for employees and their families at 6 welfare centers located at different 
residential colonies. From the health point of view Yoga classes, Alcoholic 
Anonymous classes and Acupressure classes were conducted. Well-equipped 
gymnasiums have also been built in clolonies at various places. Summer vacation 
classes, sports camps, workshops and vocational training classes were conducted 
for employee’s family members. Swachha Bharat Abhiyan with the Co-operation of 
MbPT Sanitary Section and the residents of Colonies was carried out in MbPT 
Colonies.  

  
 (d) Canteens :  Various articles of food and drinks including snacks, non-vegetarian  

preparation, tea and beverages, etc. are served to employees as well as port users 
in 13 departmental canteens and 3 Co-operative canteens located at various work 
places.   

 
 (e) Consumer Societies: To encourage co-operative movement among the Port Trust 

employees, co-operative canteens and societies are given premises, furniture etc. at 
nominal rent and also they are paid an annual subsidy to meet a part of wages of 
the staff of the societies. Six Consumers' Co-operative Societies serves the Port 
Trust employees residing in various colonies. The consumer services are also 
provided through two flour mills, one bakery stall, milk center etc. 

 

 (f)   Small Savings: Small Savings Scheme set-up in 1977 to inculcate savings habit 

amongst Port Trust employees. About 29% of the Port Trust Employees are 

contributing through the Pay Roll Savings Scheme. The average monthly saving is 

to the tune of Rs.4.41 lakh. 
 

(g) Protection against Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace:  As per 

provisions of " The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, 

Prohibition and redressal) Act, 2013", Section 4 the Internal Committee has been 

constituted in Mumbai Port Trust.  The Internal Committee meets every quarter 

and also as and when required.  In the calendar year 2016 committee received two 

cases which were disposed off within the time limit. 
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5. SAFETY AND CIVIL  DEFENCE:  

 

5.1 Accidents: The Corporate Quality Objectives set under ISO 9001:2008 certification 

QMS system is achieved except in the month of August 16 and January 17. During the year, in 

the entire port area 35 accidents were recorded out of which 2 were fatal. Out of these accidents, 

14 were reportable accidents as per the Dock Workers (safety, Health & Welfare) 

Regulation,1990.  

 

 

5.2  Safety Cell: 'Special Safety Drives' were conducted twice in a month.  Road Safety 

Week, National Safety Day and Safety Week were observed in the Port.   Eye Testing and Health 

Check-up camps were also organized.  Safety quiz competition was arranged to employees 

working at Jawahar Dweep and Pir Pau. Two issues of Suraksha Samachar in Hindi and 

Marathi were published. In co-ordination with Port Management Training Center, the Safety 

cell has conducted 105 Safety Training Programmes in which total 2115 employees were trained.  
 

5.3 Civil Defence :  The Civil Defence week was celebrated from 06.12.2016 to 13.12.2016.  

Demonstrations were conducted at Nadkarni Park Colony at Wadala. The Civil Defence squads 

of men and women also participated in the Independence Day parade, Republic Day parade and 

Fire Memorial Day parade held by Mumbai Port Trust.  World Civil Defence Day was celebrated 

on 1.3.2017 and a rally was organized. 
 

6.         ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION:   
 

 India is signatory to IMO convention on 'Prevention of Pollution at Sea' (MARPOL).  

Hence Mumbai Port Trust complies with the convention and provides Shore Reception Facility 

to vessels calling Mumbai Port.  Also as per 'Consent to Operate' terms and conditions Mumbai 

Port Trust complies with 'Air & Water Act'.  Mumbai Port Trust has Environmental 

Management and Monitoring plan in place and steps are being taken to make Mumbai Port a 

Green Port. 
 

 The garden developed on the terrace of Central Kitchen is a model to re-cycle organic 

waste in an eco-friendly manner. It has won awards consequently for last 14 years in the garden 

competition held by the National Council for Friends of Trees.  
 

7. VIGILANCE  MEASURES :  
 

 Vigilance Department continued to be proactive. Measures such as surprise inspections, 

system improvement after study of procedures were carried out with a view to strengthen the 

system and restrict the incidence of corruption. Inspections of corruption prone areas were 

carried out on regular basis. Apart from this, inspection of major contracts and purchases was 

done.  During the year 41 complaints were received of these, 36 complaints have been disposed 

of after necessary action.  Vigilance Department continued its efforts of leveraging technology 

in Port functions for transparency. 

 

       Vigilance Awareness Week was observed in Mumbai Port Trust from 31st October to 5th 

November 2016. During the week various competitions like Departmental Rangoli Competition, 

Elocution, Brief writing/ Caricature/ Poster drawings completions among the employees and 

their children were organized. Elocution competitions were also conducted in two schools and 

three colleges.  Street Play in Marathi language titled 'Badal Raha Hai Sama' was organized at 

various locations of MbPT area during this week. A lecture by Smt. V. Radha, (I.A.S.), State 

Excise Commissioner on 'Public participation in promoting integrity and eradicating Corruption' 

was arranged for officers of MbPT.
